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DESCRIPTION

TOILETS 
Depending on chosen options users activate alarms by pulling ceiling pull cords or pressing 
emergency call buttons. To reduce the risk of accidental alarm activation users must pull a ceiling 
cord or press the emergency call button for a minimum of 0.25 seconds to trigger an alarm. 
 
Activated alarms are annunciated by local beacons and sounders. After responding to the users call 
for help the alarm is reset by pressing the local reset button. 
 
REMOTE MONITORING 
For locations that require remote monitoring, Folknoll offer their remotely monitored disabled 
toilets alarm systems. Up to 8-off toilets can be directly monitored by remote indicator panels. Up to 
16-off toilets can be monitored from a Disabled Refuge EVC master station. Monitoring can be 
extended to up to 256-off toilets using system controllers. 
 
The system alarm status is displayed on one or more networked remote indicator panels or master 
stations. In the event of alarm activation each remote indicator panel emits an audible tone and 
displays a custom message identifying the source of the alarm. 
 
The system is usually powered from a single battery backed power supply to ensure continued 
operation in the event of a mains supply failure. 
 
NOTE:  Folknoll disabled toilets alarm systems can only be reset by pressing the reset button on 
the stand-alone toilet system. Operators are required to visit an activated disabled toilet system 
to cancel an alarm.
