1. Assess cabinet size and determine whether one or 

two man lifting is required; one man lifting should not 
exceed 25kg for loads close to the body and 10kg 
for loads at shoulder height 

2. Loads exceeding 800mm x 600mm x 1m shall be 
lifted by two persons regardless of weight 

3. Loads exceeding 2m length should be moved using 
wheeled trolley 

4. Loads exceeding 50kg should be lifted with lifting aid 
or equipment 

5. Unload cabinet from delivery vehicles 
6. Placing cabinet in designated storage or work area
